Strategy to Address the Issue:

·Increase political and popular support for 
expanding use of the airport area and 
lengthening the runway.

·Encourage City Council  Action in support 
of expansion of runway without need for 
election

·Obtain available Federal Funds in 95% -
5% match



Measures of Success:

·Increase north south runway by 1300 feet 
for safety and operation of corporate jets.

·Increased jet fuels sales to balance airport 
operation budget 

·Increased number of businesses in Leeôs 
Summit  airport area and community in 
general due to improved airport 
increasing tax base



Goal 2: ñComplete Streetsò
(Safe access for all citizens, including motorists, 
bicyclists, pedestrians, and transit riders)

Rationale for Addressing the Issue:
· Implementing the ñComplete Streetsò concept:

ƁReduces traffic congestion and pollution.

ƁImproves safety and access for all people using our streets.

ƁFacilitates the use of mass transit.

ƁProvides lower - cost transportation options/choices.

ƁComplies with federal guidelines for pedestrian and bicycle access.

ƁEncourages exercise to combat obesity and chronic illness. (This is a 
high priority for our Health Education Advisory Board.)



Strategy to Address the Issue:

· Adopt a ñComplete Streets Ordinance*ò for Leeôs Summit.

· Establish a ñComplete Streets Advisory Committeeò.

· Promote safe walking and bicycling routes to schools.

· Complete the ñGreenwayò Master Plan in the next five 
years.

· Set goals & plans for achieving ñBicycle Friendly 
Community**ò status.

· Coordinate actions with neighboring communities and 
regional entities (e.g. MARC)



Measures of Success:

· City Council passes a comprehensive ñComplete Streets Ordinance*ò.

· Mayor/Council establish a ñComplete Streets Advisory Committeeò.

· Percentage of trips by bicycling/ walking/ mass transit increase steadily.

· Citizen awareness of safe driving, walking, and bicycling improves.

· ñGreenwayò Master Plan is completed.

· Leeôs Summit achieves ñBicycle Friendly Community**ò status.

* Including a ñpolicy focusò to accommodate bicyclists, pedestrians, motorists and 
mass transit riders of all ages and abilities. This should be applied to all new 
street projects (including those in the ñpipelineò), as well as redesigns of existing 
streets when they are upgraded. The Ordinance should incorporate the ñFive Eôsò 
(Engineering, Education, Encouragement, Enforcement, and 
Evaluation/planning)
